The School prepares students for INDIAN CERTIFICATE OF SECONDARY EDUCATION
EXAMINATION (ICSE).

The aim of the school is to develop all the facets of the personality of a student through
liberal education and broad curricula. The school stands for academic excellence,
development of skills and formation of character through curricular and extra-curricular
activities, which help to broaden the mental outlook of the students and provide
opportunity to discover and develop the latent talents in them.

The objective of the school is to prepare the students to face challenges of life, to
encourage the creative ability, to help them understand their obligations to society and
to inculcate humane and aesthetic values. This objective is realized by arranging various
activities like mock parliamentary sessions, competitions, exhibitions, field-trips,
seminars, 'Zero Hour'. Hobby classes, swimming facilities and free coaching for different
games and sports is also available.

The school has a well-equipped Auditorium, Computer Laboratory, Physics, Chemistry,
Biology Lab, Library and an audio-visual room with latest equipment and offers
Computer Education for both Primary and Secondary Sections.

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ADMISSIONS / WITHDRAWALS

1. Parents seeking admission for their ward in Grade | will have to produce the
following documents to confirm the date of birth.

a. Birth certificate given by hospital / municipality & Aadhaar Card (Mandatory). OR
b. School leaving certificate from the Pre Primary school. OR
c. Affidavit filed by the parent.

2. For seeking admission, the parent / guardian will have to fill the admission form
online and attach scanned copy of necessary documents not exceeding the size
as per the format given in the admission notification published on the school
website.

3. At the time of admission to Grade | in the School, the age limit prescribed by the
Education Department from time to time shall be rigidly adhered to. No relaxation
in age will be given.

4. On being granted admission, the parent / guardian will have to produce the
necessary documents in original for verification.

5. A child coming from a recognized school will be admitted only when a school leaving
certificate from the school he / she has last attended, is produced. The school leaving
certificate or transfer certificate should bear the recognition number of that school,
Saral ID No of the Student and UDISE No. (Primary/Secondary, as may be applicable).
In case of students coming from schools outside Maharashtra State / or from other
boards, the School Leaving Certificate must be countersigned by the Education
Inspector of the area in that state from where he / she comes.

6. All withdrawals from the school can be made only on the written request for the
same giving one calendar month’s notice or paying fees equivalent to one month in
lieu of the notice period by the parent / guardian of the child to the Principal.

A pupil can borrow or return books once a week only.
Books should not be kept for more than a week. Atthe end of each period the books may, if desired,
be renewed at the discretion of the Librarian. However, for such a renewal, the book must be
produced.
Failure toreturnabook on the expiry of the period of a week, the pupil will be penalized -
(Re.5/- per day).
Books must be kept clean and used carefully. No marking should be done in the Library book. Any
imperfectionfound inthem orany damage done tothem must be reported to the School Librarian
before taking the book home. The damage done to books or magazines and loss of books will have
tobe made good by the pupil concerned.
Reference books and magazines cannot be borrowed or taken out of the Library.
Students can borrow parallel text-books of ICSE syllabus against their library membership cards.
Students must consult the Librarian/teacher for the books recommended for their specific age
group.
All books must be returned in good condition before the beginning of each Terminal Examination
and before a Leaving Certificate is issued. The borrower who fails to return a book must pay a fine
equal to the value of the book.
No personal books, bags, satchels, electronic gadgets and eatables are allowed in the library. Any
personal booksfound will be confiscated. Only note-books and a pencil may be taken in.
Every pupil should help to keep the Library clean and tidy and see that the books and magazines
are kept in their proper places.
Strict silence must be observed in the Library and conversation should be kept to the minimum
and voice should be low.
The Library should be used only for perusing reference books, parallel text books, periodicals and
reviews.
Before taking the School Leaving Certificate/Hall Ticket every student is requested to return all
Library books and get the Librarian’s signature in the application for Clearance Certificate. Necessary
formis provided at the end of the calendar.

BUS FACILITY

The school provides bus service to the students of the Primary Section and

Secondary Section of LHS under the aegis of G.A.E.T.
INSTRUCTIONS:

The bus facility is extended to students only when there is an availability of
seats and is offered at the Principal's discretion. This offer can be withdrawn
any time.

Students will board and alight only at fixed bus stops. Parents and Students
are requested not to ask the driver or attendant to stop the buses at
unauthorized bus stops.

Parents are not permitted to change the bus stops, without prior
permission. In case there is achange in the bus stop, the parents must inform
the school in writing.

Students must obey and must be courteous to the bus-in charge. Students
found misbehaving in the bus will not be allowed to continue availing the
bus facility.

In the event of the child not being at the stop at the scheduled time the bus
will proceed without the child. It will be the responsibility of the
parent/guardian to drop the child to school. In the event of there being no
one to receive the child at the stop of the return journey the child will be
brought to the school and the parents will have to collect their child from
the school authorities on presentation of their Identity Card.

If the parents don't want their ward to avail the bus facility for some reason
on a particular day, the school must be informed about it in writing.

In case of any grievance, parents must inform the school authorities in writing
for appropriate action. Parents must not enter/board the school bus for any
reason.

A new bus tracking facility shortly called TRACKIFY has been introduced. It
is end - to end system that uses GPS and cell tower data in conjunction to
give a precise location of the bus your child is travelling in. Using the
"Trackify Parent" app one can view the real time location of the bus along
with other relevant information like Estimated Time of Arrival (ETA) so that
the parent can know when precisely the school bus will be arriving and
therefore avoiding any inconveniences.

(Expected conduct of the students)

1. Students should not carry any electronic communication device / gadget in the

school bus.

2. Students should be seated before the bus moves and fasten the seat belt.
They should not stand until the bus comes to a complete halt.

3. Itis mandatory for the students to wear the RFID Card issued by the school.

4. They should be able to carry their belongings on and off the bus by
themselves.

5. Reasonable silence must be maintained on the bus journey to ensure that the
driver isnot disturbed.

6. No bullying or dangerous behaviour will be tolerated. The offender will not be
allowed to use the bus after one warning.

7. No part of the student's body or any object belonging to students should
protrude from the bus window or door.

8. Students should not litter the bus. Cleanliness has to be maintained.

9. Any wilful damage to the bus or equipment in the bus like fire extinguisher,
CCTV Camera, etc. should be reported to the Principal and the offender will
be dealt withseverely.

Students must obey and must be courteous to the bus-in-charge. Students
found misbehaving in the bus will not be allowed to continue availing the bus
facility.
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RULES REGARDING FEES

1. Term Fees must be paid in the month of June along with 1-Quarter Tuition Fee and in

December along with IlI-Quarter Tuition Fee. Fees can be paid quarterly, half-yearly or
yearly.

2. Fees for the months of April and May must be paid along with March fees and this
holds good even for those who wish to leave the School in March, April and May by 6th
of March.

3. The delay of payment beyond 3 months renders a pupil liable to be struck off the roll.
If the pupil is re-admitted the Admission Fee must be paid again.

4. If a student is to be withdrawn, one calendar month's notice should be given in writing
by the Parent/Guardian to the Principal of the School to arrange for the refund of the
balance of tuition fees. In exceptional circumstances of withdrawal, one month's tuition
fee in lieu of one calendar month's notice will have to be paid. Amount collected as Term
Fee or Tuition Fee will not be refunded.

5. Students whose fees are not paid will be considered as defaulters.

6. Unless all dues are paid by the student, the results of the examinations /tests
conducted by the School will not be communicated to the student. School Leaving
Certificate will not be issued till all the outstanding dues from the student at the time of
leaving the school are paid and clearance certificate from the concerned authority is
obtained.

7. Students who leave the School in the month previous to any vacation must pay the
fees for the vacation.

8. No deduction in fees will be allowed for vacations or for broken period of the month.
Full month's fee will be payable if the student's name appears on the roll on the 1st day
of the month. Admission fee will not be refunded even if the student, for any reason,
leaves the School immediately after securing admission.
